To dream is to see good
things for life’s vacancies;
to succeed is to place them
there. In 1996, Frank Koenig
dreamed of food in
hunger’s vacancy. He placed
himself and his pickup
there, relying on God’s sup-
port, and Sharing Min-
istries, Inc. Food Bank
(SMI) was born. Rio Grande
Railroads supplied a ware-
house facility, and the or-
ganization quickly grew. It
gave 97 individuals food in
its first month. By 1997, SMI
outgrew its storage area.
City Market stepped into
the dream and donated four
box trailers for more stor-
age space. SMI went on to
distribute 100 tons of food
in its first eighteen months.
The Koenig’s, the Crisp’s,
the Leonard’s, the Kirk’s,
the Toungate’s, and many
others are very appreciated
for bringing success to
Frank’s dream.

In 2005, SMI and West-
ern Colorado Farm & Ag

row in their vegetable gar-
dens for donation. Its Com-
munity Gardening program
lends a garden plot to folks
who have none. Their ex-
cess is also donated. These

programs are only addition-

al to SMI’s association with
major food distributors
such as Food Bank of the
Rockies (FBR), Feed the
Children, Wal-Mart, Safe-
way, and City Market. Then
SMI Strives for competency
by partnering with individ-
uals to raise hogs and

chickens on any spoilage re-

sulting from this volumi-
nous food flow.

But the need for ware-
house space is the bigger
consequence of a large food
volume. The need for more
space, SMI’s current issue,
is further increased by
SMI’'s and FBR’s vision to
expand food distribution
services into the Southwest
corner of Colorado. Plan-
ning, funding, and complet-
