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New director,

growing

MONTROSE — Anar-
ray of changes are being
made at Sharing Min-
istries, but its mission re-
mains the same —and is
growing.

On Aug. 17, longtime ex-
ecutive director Frank
Leonard retired from
Sharing Ministries. He
joins his wife, Virginia,
who retired last year, after
spending many years de-
voted to the nonprofit local
food bank.

The Leonards were
among the organization’s
first board members when
itwas established in 1996.

“The devotion of Frank
and Virginia made it pos-
sible for the food bank to
grow from serving 97 per
month in 1996, to 3,100 per
month this year,” board
member Joyce Corley
said.

The board has chosen
Oneda Doyal as the new
executive director. She has
been with Sharing Min-
istries since 2008 as its of-
fice manager, working
alongside Frank.

“l just believe it's agreat
organization and thereisa
big need for what we do,”
Doyal said. “We have a
great community that is
very giving and | wanted
to be apart of that.”

Sharing Ministries has
decided to build a 13,000
square-foot warehouse, in-
cluding classrooms, offices
and a commercial kitchen,
on adjacent property.

“We are out of space
here,” Doyal said. “The
need is great for the com-
munity and Sharing Min-
istries to get another ware-
house built.”

The expansion is in the
beginning stages now; but
time and labor has been
donated, along with mate-

Recently, board mem-
bers, staff and volunteers
worked with JVA Consult-
ing on several capacity
building sessions, includ-
ing strategic planning.
Sharing Ministries was
chosen to participate in
the Colorado Compassion
Initiative that will help
them develop the capacity
to meet the needs of the
five counties it serves.

“Now, with the different
changes made in the last
few weeks, we feel like we
are getting somewhere,”
Doyal said.

Those changes include
the appointment of board
member John Angelo to
chairman. Angelo has
been on the board since
2008.

The board now stands at
five members. Longtime
board member Stephen
Corey has retired, but
agreed to be a part of the
board’s advisory commit-
tee.

The organization is still
looking for four more
board membersto help it
better accomplish its mis-
sion and expansion project.

Under Price’s question-
ing, Chacon’s siblings
agreed that no matter
what evidence was pre-
sented, they would not
believe Chacon was
guilty as charged.

The trial continues to-
day, with more defense
witnesses and possible
expert testimony.
